ITS OPEN ACCESS TRANSMISSION TARIFF

Business Practice 1:
Execution of Service Agreement Conditioned on Customer Receipt of Board Approval 

Sections 19.4 and 32.4 of the OATT provide that upon completion of a Facilities Study, the Transmission Customer shall have thirty days to execute a Service Agreement or request the filing of an unexecuted Service Agreement and provide a letter of credit or other form of security or its request for service will be deemed terminated and withdrawn.  Basin Electric recognizes that in some circumstances, a Transmission Customer may not be able to obtain authority from its governing body, within the time limit established by Sections 19.4 and 32.4, to enter into a Service Agreement that will require upgrades to Basin Electric’s transmission system.  Therefore, upon request of a Transmission Customer, Basin Electric will permit the Transmission Customer to execute the Service Agreement, subject to the right to withdraw its execution of the Service Agreement if it notifies Basin Electric, within thirty (30) days of execution, that its governing body has refused to permit it to enter into the Service Agreement.  Any such withdrawal right must be included in the Transmission Customer’s Service Agreement at the time it is executed.
