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Process for Submitting Requests To Designate Or Undesignate Network Resources
· All Requests to Designate or Undesignate Network Resources must be made through OASIS – Submit Request as NETWORK SERVICE type and fill in the information that can be filled in on OASIS (start and stop date/time, Source/Sink, POR/POD, MW (MW change for the request). (See OATT Section 30.2 and 30.3)
· FPL has designed a set of forms (DNR Application Form) to be filled out for all designation requests involving Off System or New Network Resources.  Eachof the forms includes space for the information required by the FERC that cannot yet be submitted through OASIS.  The forms also include an attestation that the resource conforms to the definition of a Network Resource that must be signed by a company officer or authorized agent of the company.  Fax numbers are on the form.  This form must be emailed (or emailed and faxed, if the signed attestation for Network Resources is necessary) within 24 hours of the associated OASIS Request. (See OATT Section 30.2)
· All requests involving a designation or an undesignation of a firm network resource must be submitted to provide FPL sufficient time to review the request.  Those times are consistent with the OASIS Business Practices, which generally provide 30 days to review requests for firm (daily, weekly, monthly or yearly) transmission service.  For shorter duration requests, FPL will make best efforts to respond within 72 hours, or before the scheduling deadline, for requests submitted between 2 and 30 days before the start time.  At a minimum, requests for daily service must be submitted by the scheduling deadline, which is 10am the weekday prior to the desired scheduled delivery start time.
· Undesignation of Network Resources uses the same OASIS process.  Use the customer comment field to provide supplemental information.(See OATT Section 30.3)
Undesignation of Network Resources when making Firm Sales

The OATT requires network customers and the transmission provider’s merchant function to undesignate network resources or portions thereof in order to make certain firm, third-party sales from those resources.  In particular, network customers and the transmission provider’s merchant function may only enter into a third-party power sale from a designated network resource if the third-party power purchase agreement allows the seller to interrupt power sales to the third party in order to serve the designated network load.  Such interruption must be permitted without penalty, to avoid imposing financial incentives that compete with the network resource’s obligation to serve its network load.

If firm third party power sales are contemplated, the OATT requires specific information to be submitted to request temporary or indefinite termination of the Designated Network Resource status of the resources supplying the power sold (see OATT section 30.3).  
· In Order 890, the FERC has ruled that Designated Network Resources that are terminated on a temporary basis can return to their Network Resource status upon completion of the temporary termination, as long as the following are submitted at the same time as the request for temporary termination:  1) the effective date and time of the redesignation as a Network Resource and 2) the attestation required for all new Network Resources.  Any terminations of Network Resources that do not provide this information will be deemed to be indefinite terminations, and the Transmission Customer must reapply for Designated Network Resource status through the normal transmission service queue process under the OATT.

· Any request for Transmission Service on FPL’s system required to effectuate a firm sale must be submitted to FPL at the same time as the Network Resource termination request and such Transmission Service Request will be evaluated at the same time as the termination request (FPL must approve or deny as a single request).
· In order to implement these requirements, the Transmission Customer must provide an end date and time on the OASIS request to terminate the network resource(s), and submit the Off System Resources form, with the attestation portion signed, to FPL within 24 hours of the queue time of the OASIS request.  If this information is not provided, the request will be deemed as an indefinite termination of the Network Resource.
· FPL must continue to post a complete listing of each Network Customer’s (including FPL) Network Resources on OASIS.  In order to meet this requirement, FPL will do the following:

· Maintain the current long term Network Resource form for each Network Customer, which will be updated whenever adds/changes/deletes of one year or longer for a specific Network Resource are confirmed on OASIS.  This would include any indefinite terminations of Network Resources..
· Supplement that form to identify each instance of short term Network Resource additions or temporary terminations for each customer.  

· The Transmission Customer must provide specifics regarding which current Network Resources are being undesignated (this may be designated from a single unit, multiple units, prorata across all units, etc.)  That information must provided at the same time that the DNR Application Form is submitted.  The Adjust DNRs for Firm Sales Form is provided on the OASIS (FPL OATT Documents).
Restrictions on Use of Service
The OATT now specifies penalties for use of Network Integration Transmission Service sales to non-designated loads or provision of transmission service by a Network Customer to third parties.  (See OATT Section 28.6)  The OATT also now specifies penalties for scheduling energy in excess of a Network Resource’s designated capacity unless such excess is supported by Point-to-Point Transmission Service or secondary service pursuant to Section 28.4.  (See OATT Section 30.4)
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
