Network Secondary Service Business Practice

Based on Western’s OATT sections 28.4, the following is the Western Area Power Administration, Rocky Mountain Region (Western RMR) Business Practice in regard to use of Secondary service for serving network load.  
The following are attributes of Network Secondary Service:                                               

            (HRLY_NTWK_SEC)
1 – This service will be provided on an as-available basis at no additional charge.   

2 - Only transmission customers with signed Network Integration Transmission Service Agreement (NITSA) will be allowed to use this service.  Use of this service by a non-network customer will be deemed unauthorized use of Western’s transmission system and the customer will be subject to Unauthorized Use (Unreserved Use) penalty charges.  

3 – This service is designed to provide customer the ability to serve its load from a non-designated network resource.  Typically, the resource can be a purchase power agreement on a short term basis at a point which is not listed in customer’s NITSA.

4 – This service is designed to provide transmission capacity on any posted path on Western’s transmission system which has not been identified in customer’s NITSA.  

5 – Only hourly increment will be provided for this service.  To view the postings (offering) on Western’s OASIS, the customer should set the display filters under the Offerings tab as follow:    
· Increment: Hourly

· Class: Secondary

· Type: Network_Modification
· Period: Full_Period
