NITS v3.0 Parallel Operations Beginning 01/11/16

Greetings and Happy New Year!

We will be starting a period of parallel operations with NITS v 3.0 beginning late in the afternoon on Wednesday, January 11th and lasting for about a month. As we open up the use of the new NITS package, the parallel ops period will allow time to adjust to the new format and work out any issues before the mandatory NERC deadline of March 1st. 

During the parallel ops period, tags for Network Scheduling Rights that continue to reference TSR numbers will not be rejected out of hand. Transmission requests for Network transmission service should be requested using a DNR with Scheduling Rights (SRs). Requests for transmission using TSRs will also not be rejected out of hand. You are strongly encouraged to begin to schedule Network service in the new format. You may also be asked to replace the requests using the updated format. More information on this format can be found below and in previously posted training for NITS on OASIS on the Market Participant Training page on the MISO website. After the parallel operations period, using your NITS Application Reference number combined with the applicable Resource Name will be required on tags for the scheduling of Network Scheduling Rights. Network transmission service requests will only be supported in the DNR/SR format.

As we move through the Parallel Operations period that begins next Wednesday, our goal is for everyone to be actively scheduling NITS in the new format.   
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
