General Principles –

Transmission Provider’s (OUC) employees engaged in transmission system operations must function independent from employees of its Marketing and Energy Affiliates.

A Transmission Provider (OUC) must treat all transmission customers, affiliated and non-affiliated, on a nondiscriminatory basis, and must not operate its transmission system to preferentially benefit its Marketing or Energy Affiliates.
Information is posted on the OASIS website that is open access. This ensures that any affiliated members do not have preferential treatment and that the Code of Conduct is maintained. 
Implementation of Standards and Training – 

OUC document CEP-PRG-020 “Code of Conduct Enforcement Program” details all the requirements that WILL be followed by all of the following:
“Transmission function employees” defined as “an employee, contractor, consultant or agent of a transmission provider who actively and personally engages on a day-to-day basis in transmission functions.”  
“Marketing functions” defined as “the sale for resale in interstate commerce, or the submission of offers to sell in interstate commerce, of electric energy or capacity, demand response, virtual transactions, or financial or physical transmission rights, all as subject to an exclusion for bundled retail sales, including sales of electric energy made by providers of last resort (POLRs) acting in their POLR capacity.”  
A copy of CEP-PRG-020 will be provided to each individual engaged in Transmission and Marketing Functions and those individuals identified in section 3.8 “Governance Requirements” in “CEP-PRG-020” 
Each individual will be required to complete the Code of Conduct Training. 

Each individual will be required to sign a Code of Conduct Acknowledgement, stating that they understand all requirements.
Pershing Operations – Shared Facility

The Marketing function is located on a separate floor than the Energy Control Center. 
The Energy Control Center performs both the Transmission Operator (OUC) and the Balancing Authority (FMPP) functions. 
Individuals engaged in Market functions are not permitted in the Energy Control Center.
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No Conduit Rule
The No Conduit Rule is a means to ensure that a transmission provider does not make an end-run around the Independent Functioning Rule by allowing an employee or any other person to act as a conduit of non-public transmission function information to marketing function employees.  It explicitly prohibits a transmission provider and its employees, contractors, consultants, and agents from disclosing such information to marketing function employees.
