(1) the Customer owns the resource, has committed to purchase generation pursuant to an executed contract, or has committed to purchase generation where execution of a contract is contingent upon the availability of transmission service under Part III of the Tariff; and  

(2) the Network Resource listed above does not include any resources, or any portion thereof, that are committed for sale to non-designated third party load or otherwise cannot be called upon to meet the Customer's Network Load or Native Load on a noninterruptible basis.

As used in this paragraph, "Network Resource" means the designated Network Resource listed above (as such Network Resource is modified with respect to the amount of power constituting such Network Resource by this Temporary Termination for the date for which this Temporary Termination is made).
