Notice to NITS Customers
Effective with the commencement of the Energy and Operating Reserves Markets on January 6, 2009, Midwest ISO NITS customers will no longer be permitted to self supply Operating Reserves under Schedules 3, 5, and 6 of the Midwest ISO’s Open Access Transmission, Energy and Operating Reserves Markets Tariff (the “Tariff”).  Specifically, section 35.2 of the Tariff provides:  “The Transmission Provider shall not unreasonably refuse to accept contractual arrangements with another entity for Operating Reserves or Other Ancillary Services; provided however, that any Operating Reserve not purchased from the Energy and Operating Reserve Markets shall be self-scheduled through that market consistent with the terms of Module C.”  Under Module C of the Tariff, Market Participants, and entities subject to Grandfathered Agreements that include the provision of Operating Reserves, may Self-Schedule Operating Reserves, in which event the entity delivering Operating Reserves will be paid the Market Clearing Price for the Reserve Zone in which such Operating Reserves are provided and the entity with the Obligation to purchase Operating Reserves will be charged the Market Clearing Price for the Reserve Zone in which they are received.
